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If a major earthquake, fire, flood or other large-scale disaster occurs, you can
evacuate temporarily to these locations (shelters) and live there for a time. As
shown on this map, facilities such as schools and assembly halls serve as

evacuation shelters.
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Evacuate to a nearby shelter. (You may also evacuate to a shelter that is farther

from your home.)
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Water, emergency rations (food), blankets and other supplies are available at

evacuation shelters.
